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Medical Safety committee Taku Seriu

In 2023, the Medical Safety committee Seminar focused on the theme of ‘Foundations of Epidemiological Research for
Evidence Creation.” We were honored to have Dr. Ko Nakajo from Johnson & Johnson Global Epidemiology as our guest
speaker. Drawing from experience in both consulting on epidemiological research from other departments and being consulted
by other departments, Dr. Nakajo provided a clear explanation of key points for advancing epidemiological research within
pharmaceutical companies. His insights directly benefited our practical work. Continuing with Real World Data, we held the
second Real World Analytics Seminar on December 1, 2023, following the successful first seminar on June 9. Dr. Cornelia
Dunger-Baldauf from Novartis delivered a web lecture in English from Switzerland, focusing on ‘The Role of Patient Reported
Outcomes (PRO) in Registration and Health Technology Assessment (HTA).” Her presentation covered recent trends in PRO
utilization, including relevant case studies, and received positive feedback from the 171 participants.

Looking ahead to our 15th Annual Meeting, the Medical Safety Subcommittee is preparing a session titled ‘Prospects and
Efforts in Patient Safety in Pharmaceutical Medicine: Through the WHO World Patient Safety Action Plan.” The WHO’s 2021-
2030 action plan aims to achieve ‘maximum reduction of avoidable harm from unsafe healthcare at the global level.” We plan
to discuss how pharmaceutical medicine can contribute to achieving these goals from the perspectives of academia,
government, and industry. If you’re interested in drug safety assessment, risk management, and leveraging real-world data, we
invite you to join our efforts in the Medical Safety Subcommittee. Whether you’re in Medical Affairs, Development, or any

related field, your participation is most welcome. We look forward to hearing from you!
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Medical Affairs committee Shinichi Nishiuma
The Medical Affairs Committee is currently involved in various initiatives. Here are the key points:

1. Last May, revised recommendations for the Medical Advisory Board Meeting (MABM) have been published on our
website. To enhance collaboration between patients and pharmaceutical companies, we will organize a seminar with patient
representatives to discuss patients' expectations in corporate activities, recognizing the importance of their involvement in
pharmaceutical development and appropriate use. This seminar will focus on the theme "Promoting Effective and

Beneficial Patient Engagement in MABM," which is particularly important for pharmaceutical companies.



2. We successfully hosted the second Japan MA Summit 2024 in collaboration with PhARMA and MAPS. The summit focused
on the digital transformation in medical affairs and its impact on patient outcomes.

3. The MSL Training Curriculum has been updated to adapt to the changing pharmaceutical medical landscape. We have also
provided recommendations for MSL internal certification.

4. Activities of the Clinical Research Working Group include the translation of IMI PARADIGM and the development of
Japanese patient engagement recommendations.

5. We have published recommendations on Medical Education to enhance the quality of our medical education events and

promote fair and impartial practices.

Monthly meetings of the MA Committee are held every second Thursday from 5 PM to 7 PM, primarily online with

occasional hybrid formats. Interested individuals are encouraged to contact us for more information.
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Education committee Ichiro Uchida

The Education Subcommittee is actively involved in various educational initiatives related to pharmaceutical medicine,
including the Pharmaceutical Medicine Certification Program, PharmaTrain (Pharmaceutical Medicine) Education Courses,
Pharmaceutical Medicine Scholarships, and recommendations for IFAPP fellowships.

e In 2023, we conducted the Pharmaceutical Medicine Certification Examination (both written and oral components) on
March 17, 2024, in Tokyo (at the Nihonbashi Life Science Building). Five individuals successfully passed the exam. For
details on the newly certified professionals, please refer to the updated list on the JAPhMed website.

e  Our newly co-hosted PharmaTrain Education Course with Osaka University Graduate School of Pharmaceutical Sciences
completed its first year via Zoom in February 2024. Starting from June, we’ll begin the second year of the course. The
second year will focus on workshops, providing practical insights into pharmaceutical development. Since the course is

conducted via Zoom, participants from anywhere (whether at home, workplace, or overseas) can join, not limited to Tokyo



or Osaka. Additionally, for those interested, the second-year course is also available as a modular option over four
Saturdays or 2day modules (details at http://www.phs.osaka-u.ac.jp/prp/).

e In 2024, the IFAPP fellowship program (https://ifapp.org/blog/ifapp-today-november-december-2023-number-39) started,
recommending 15 members from the Japan Association of Pharmaceutical Medicine. Following IFAPP’s evaluation
process, the award ceremony is scheduled for September during the International Conference on Pharmaceutical Medicine
(ICPM). Additionally, we plan to introduce the Fellowship program during a session at the Japan Association of

Pharmaceutical Medicine’s annual meeting in July.

The Clinical Development committee is a new committee that started its activities in FY2022. Three working groups have been
established with the main themes of 1) Utilization of RWD/RWE in new drug approval review, 2) GCP Renovation, and 3)
Development of Software as Medical Devices (SaMD).



On January 20, 2024, an educational seminar on Decentralized Clinical Trial (DCT) was held jointly with the Japan Society of
Clinical Trials and Research. Also, on February 9, 2024, Dr. Kota Kodama of Nagoya City University gave a lecture on the
topic of “Bridging the Gap between Upstream and Downstream Pharmaceutical Development in Japan”.

At the 15th Annual Meeting, WG1 and WQG2 are planning a joint session on GCP Renovation and WG3 is planning a session
on SaMD Development.

Our activities include monthly general meetings and a meeting of each working group every two to three months. In addition,
we would like to hold seminars and symposiums on each theme and make proposals for the promotion of each theme.
